· Members confirmed receipt and acceptance of the interim audit. Proposed by Cllr. Blackmore and seconded by Cllr. Grove with all members in favour.
· Members were in favour of changing the date of the April 2025 meeting from the 16th to the 9th to keep to the 4 weekly cycle when possible. Proposed by Cllr. Mynott and seconded by Cllr. Beer with all members in favour.
· Members were in favour of investing £140,000 into the Public Sector Deposit Fund. The amount would be reviewed at each meeting and the accounts for it given quarterly. Proposed by Cllr. Jones and seconded by Cllr. Bennett with all members in favour.
· Members agreed to delegate powers to the Chair, the Lead Member for Finance and the Clerk to transfer up to £20,000 back from the Public Sector Deposit Fund back into our bank account in the case of urgent unexpected expenses. It would be immediately reported to all members in the eventuality of it happening. Proposed by Cllr. Mynott and seconded by Cllr. Blackmore with all members in favour.

· Members agreed to set the precept for the ensuing year at £176,805 which means our cost to the residents remains the same as last year. Proposed by Cllr. Jones and seconded by Cllr. Mynott with all members in favour.
